To help consumers choose their floors, Preverco classifies boards by their “personality”. Preverco classifies wood
in four distinct grades based on selection criteria among the strictest in the industry.

Selected for uniformity of color

+ Wood is selected for uniformity of color, which must be paler
and more uniform than that of other grades

- Small sound knots up to 3 mm (1/8") in diameter are accepted

+ May have mineral streaks up to 2 mm x 76 mm (1/16" x 3")

+ Stains, checks, or splits are rejected

An intermediate grade between “Select and Better”
and “#1 Common”

+ Relatively uniform grade with slight color and shade variations B
- No extreme color variations

+ Walnut and cherry boards containing more than 15% sapwood are rejected

You risk
disappointment should the grades of other manufacturers fail to meet your expectations.
